PASCO SHERIFFôS OFFICE 
August 2009 

 

 

This summer we are scheduled to make a number of important facility changes here at the Pasco 

Sheriffôs Office.  This began with the opening of the Trinity substation, located at 11530 Trinity 

Boulevard, about a half-mile east of Duck Slough on State Road 54. This substation is   

co-located with Pasco Fire Station #15.  A recent reorganization of our Road Patrol Unit added 

an additional district to west Pasco, and this substation is the headquarters of our new District III.  Citizens in southwest 

Pasco are urged to use this substation for any law enforcement questions or concerns they may have.  The phone  

number for District III headquarters is 727-372-5920. 

 

The next important facility news is the opening of the new Land Oô Lakes Detention Center addition scheduled for  

August.  This state-of-the-art building will considerably improve the countyôs inmate housing capacity.  The average 

inmate population in our county has increased every year and it does not appear to be slowing.  This is due, in part, to 

Pascoôs ever-increasing population. 

 

Due to current budget restraints, I have ordered the closing of the West Pasco jail in New Port Richey.  This will save  

taxpayers more than $3.5 million because we wonôt need to hire 34 new detention deputies to man the new expansion 

wing of the Land Oô Lakes Detention Center.  We will move the deputies currently working at the West Pasco jail to 

Land Oô Lakes and will only need to hire an additional 8 deputies and two nurses for the new wing.  The Land Oô 

Lakes jail will also receive the inmates currently housed in New Port Richey. 

 

We are always searching for ways to save taxpayerôs dollars.  An example of this is the expansion of  programs 

in our Inmate Labor Section.  These programs are also designed to raise the work ethic of  selected inmates and 

give them a productive way to spend their court-ordered sentences.  All supplies,  including the start-up costs of 

the programs, are obtained from federal grant funds and sustained through inmate welfare funds.  No Pasco 

taxes are used.  Inmates construct the buildings and provide the labor for the programs. 

These programs include the newly reconstructed hydroponics garden that was destroyed in the tornado that struck the  

detention center on December 16, 2007.  This program grows thousands of vegetables that are used to feed inmates.  

We grow lettuce, tomatoes, bell peppers, squash, cucumbers, collards, eggplant, thyme, basil, parsley, garlic, and sage.  

Annually, savings to taxpayers in this program alone totals more than $120,000. 

 

Other new programs include: 

The Swine Program, which currently has 120 pigs.  In 2008, 10,244 pounds of pork were processed for a savings of 

$13,113.  For 2009, the swine program has produced 6,325 lbs of meat for a savings of $15,812. 

The Cattle Program started this year with 27 cows. There is approximately 45 acres of grazing land used for the 

program. This program has been augmented with donations from local farmers who have donated hay, cows, 

and expertise. Future plans include incorporating beef from this program into the inmate food system. 

The Ornamental Plant Program was also started this year. The plants are grown within a grow house. The program 

will be used to augment Pasco government property landscaping and conduct horticulture training for inmates. 

The future plans for the program may include sales to the public to generate funds for inmate labor programs.  

 

The Agriculture Program (outdoor soil garden) was the first inmate program to be created and has been in existence for 

nearly eight years. In the last 18 months, this three-acre track has produced more than 114,000 pounds of produce that 

has saved nearly $62,000 in food costs.

Elections preparation is a never-ending function 
of my office.  Even during off election years, 
much of our forward preparation involves  
re-evaluation and mitigation of our past  
performance.  Proaction of this type puts the ñpò 
in prudence when you consider how hurricane 
season and the election cycle peak  
simultaneously.  The unthinkable task of  
managing elections in the event of a natural  
disaster is achievable through a sound  
Continuity of Operations Plan (COOP). 
 
One of my goals these past few months has 
been to work with my staff to develop a plan that 
is flexible enough to use all emergencies  
including unforeseen events.  The management 
staff was challenged to create a plan that  
anticipates and addresses issues and potential 
obstacles. The plan must provide workable  
solutions that coordinate related activities and 
result in an effective response to an emergency.  
As a constitutional offer, and depending on the 
scope of disaster, I could at some point be  
responsible for providing continual service and 
an orderly election to the citizens of Pasco 
County.  Elections in the best of circumstances 
are not manageable through improvisation. 
 
Identifying our vulnerabilities and assessing the 
overall readiness of our office provided us with 
the basis for drafting a comprehensive  
risk-based plan.  As a result, immediate tasks 
and projects are underway.  We also identified 
ways to maintain our COOP as ñdisaster-readyò 
by integrating it into our daily operations.  With 
the plan firmly implanted in our framework, we 
can insure our effectiveness and continue our 
progress toward its finalization.

The therapist then works with you to retain these common habits, which helps to  
synchronize body movements with the messages your eyes deliver to the brain. Using habituation and gaze therapy can alleviate your  
symptoms in as little as one month of rehab sessions two to three times a week.
