The Pasco Sheriffõs Office was recently selected to receive 
funding for 24 new law enforcement deputy positions pro-
vided by the 2009 Community Oriented Policing  
Services Hiring Program (COPs), which is part of the federal 
stimulus package. Our agency received the fourth largest fund 
amount in the state, which was determined by a number of 
factors.  This includes the fiscal need of the county, the local 
crime index figures and the agencyõs community policing ef-
forts. 
 
Nationally, 7,272 law enforcement agencies applied for fund-
ing via this program, but only 1,046 received  
funding.  More than $8 billion was requested but only $1 bil-
lion is being provided.  COP grants provide 100  
percent funding for approved entry-level salaries and benefits 
for 3 years for new, full-time sworn officer  
positions. If approved by county commissioners, we will re-
ceive more that $4.3 million for the salary and benefits of 
these 24 deputies. 
 
So what does this mean for Pasco County? 
 
It means three new squads of deputies out on our streets pro-
tecting us. I plan on placing two additional squads of 8 depu-
ties in West Pasco and one additional squad in East 
Pasco.  This is 24 more jobs for our county; 24 more families 
buying homes; 24 more families going to our schools; 24 
more families investing in our community; and 24 more fami-
lies contributing to our tax base. Not only does this 
strengthen our economy here in Pasco, it is also a once-in-a-
lifetime opportunity to strengthen our  
front-line service to citizens at a fraction of the cost to Pasco 
taxpayers. If we do not receive the funds for these deputies, 
there is a long line of other major cites and counties nation-
wide that are more than willing to take this grant money that 
our taxpayers are going to be paying for their citizens. 
 
We cannot let this chance slip through our hands.  Please take 
a moment of your time and call your county commissioner 
and ask them to approve the COPs grant to ensure these 24 
new deputies are on our streets protecting us this year.

     Heartworms are contracted when an infected mosquito bites a cat. The larvae enter through the bite wound where they  
develop in the tissues.  The immature worms then enter a blood vessel and are carried to the arteries in the lung where they cause an 
inflammatory reaction.

As I speak around the county (as I often do), I frequently hear questions which testify that even in this information age, knowledge concerning 
voter registration is still supported by urban legend. For example, the jury pool is no longer drawn from the list of voters.  Avoiding voter  
registration will not exempt someone from serving jury duty. The truth behind this popular belief is, if you have a driver license you are subject 
to being called for jury duty.   
 
In another attempt to dispel the myths, I offer this ñJeopardyò style list of voter registration facts in the form of answers. You may, if you wish, 
refer to urban legend for the questions:  
 

Å A voter information card (formerly the voter identification card) is not necessary to vote. It serves as confirmation of your registration and is 

not to be used for identification purposes. On election day, you must produce a valid photo and signature ID, e.g. your driver license, in order 

to vote. A driver license is not the only acceptable form of identification. A complete list is available on our website www.pascovotes.com. 

Å When at the polls, the address on your driver license does not have to match your current voting address. The license must, however, be 

valid and from the State of Florida. 

Å Property ownership does not equate to residency. Voter registration requires a valid, physical address in which you reside, not just own. The 

physical address of a vacant lot deeded to you may not be used for voter registration nor can a Post Office Box.  

Å If you live in Florida and you intend for this to be your legal residence, you are a Florida resident. If you apply for voter registration at least 29 

days prior to an election, and your application is valid, you are eligible to vote regardless of how long you have lived here. 

Å It is permissible to vote in Florida even though you live here only part of the year. You may not, however, vote or be registered in another 

state. You must choose one.       

Å You do not have to register before each election if you maintain your registration by keeping it current. If you move out of the state of Florida, 

establish residency elsewhere, and then return, you must register again.     

Å Absentee or Vote by Mail Ballots are the first ballots to be counted and are not put on reserve in the event of a close race. The same goes 

for provisional ballots that are always counted once the determination is made that the voter is eligible to vote in the precinct in which the  

provisional ballot was cast. 

Å You no longer have to be absent from your precinct on election day or have an excuse to vote by mail ballot. You may request and vote a 

mail ballot at will.     

Å The Office of Executive Clemency can determine if your rights as they relate to voting have been restored after a felony conviction. Having a 

past felony conviction does not necessarily mean that you are ineligible to vote.   

¶ Florida is a closed primary state. This means that primary elections are party nomination elections where the parties decide who their  

candidate will be in the General Election. If you are registered under any other party affiliation, in the primary elections you will be permitted to 

vote only for non-partisan candidates (e.g.. judges) and issues. Unlike some states, registering as an ñindependentò does not mean you will 

have a party option in a primary election. Party affiliation must be declared 29 days prior to an election. 

 
Whatever you call these misconceptions: legend, myth, or folklore, all continue to exist through communal sharing and oral interpretation.  
Unfortunately, all aim to cast Florida in the light of being ñvoter unfriendly.ò Therefore, to dispel one more misinterpretation, I offer the services 
of the Supervisor of Electionsô Office for any questions or concerns you might have about your voter registration. We always stand ready to 
help!

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Imaging Technology 

      As we go into this technology age there is one thing that remains the 
same - and that is change; along with a multitude of choices when it comes 
to purchasing the imaging equipment that will best support the growth of our 
businesses.  In this article I will do an overview of some of the types of 
imaging technology available as a decision is made on what equipment to 
buy for copying, faxing, and printing for our business offices. 
 

     There are different types of imaging technology.  There is ink, where a 
liquid dye is sprayed on  paper to make a copy.  There is thermal film, 
where a black film passes between a heated thermal bar and the paper. The 
film is melted onto the paper wherever an image is to appear.  Another 
process is Tectronics which is a hot wax process.  The wax is melted and 
sprayed on to a drum and then transferred to the paper. And last but not 
least we have toner (which has nothing to do with make-up). Toner has 
been used to produce images in the work place long before these other 
imaging  
technologies were available. Toner, which is a fine powder, is  
attracted to the paper by positive and negative charges.  It is then bonded to 
the paper by heat and pressure. 
 

 In the future there will be other imaging technology options that will hit the 
market. But the technologies I just mentioned most used today in our of-
fices. 
 

     So what is the best option for you and your business?  That greatly de-
pends on your copying needs, the type and size of the  
business you operate, your projected growth, and your present and future 
budget.  In the future I look forward to covering some of these issues and 
topics to help you make the best choice of imaging  
equipment for your business..

Are You Suffering from Chronic Sinus Problems? 

 
Do you feel pain behind your eyes, tenderness in your cheeks or have trouble breathing through your nose? If you do, you may brush this off as 
another cold or flu. However, it may not be a cold at allðyou could be suffering from chronic sinus pain. 
 

What Is Chronic Sinus Pain? 
Chronic sinus pain, or chronic sinusitis, affects more than 30 million people in the United States each year, making it one of the most common 
chronic illnesses diagnosed in the country, according to MedlinePlus. Whit chronic sinusitis, the cavities around the nasal passages, or sinuses, 
become inflamed of swollen. This can interfere with nasal drainage and mucus may build up, causing pain or pressure in the sinuses. 
 

This illness can be caused by a number of factors, according to Tew Sak, M.D., an ENT at Pasco Regional Medical Center. ñNasal congestion 
from allergies, a deviated septum, sinusitis with or without nasal polyps, and migraines can all contribute to chronic sinus pain, ñDr. Sak says. You 
may also be at rist if you have asthma or smoke. 
 

What defines this condition as chronic is how often a person get sinus pain during the year and how long the symptoms last. De. Sak advises 
patients to seek medical attention if symptoms last longer than a month or if pain does not respond to treatment. 
 

Chronic Sinus Symptoms 
The difference between sinus pain and discomfort resulting from a cold or the flu is all about locationðsinus pain is generally isolated to the  
sinuses. Some symptoms associated with this illness are: 

¶ Pressure or pain around the eyes, cheeks, nose or forehead. 

¶ Nasal congestion or a thick, yellow or green discharge from the nose. 

¶ Pain in the roof of the mouth, teeth or ears. 

¶ Reduced sense of smell or taste. 

¶ Headaches in the front of the head around the eyes. 
 

Diagnosis and Treatment 
If your family physician suspects chronics sinusitis, he or she may refer you to an ENT. The ENT will look closely at your medical history and 
thoroughly examine your eyes, ears, nose and throat. You may also have a CT scan so the doctor can see any sinus blockages. If diagnosed 
with chronic sinusitis, you may be prescribed medication for relief or you doctor may recommend surgery. 
 

According to Daniel Jiannetto, M.D., and ENT at Pasco Regional Medical Center, surgery today is different from nasal surgeries of the past. ñFor 
a functional endoscopic sinus surgery (RESS), we take tiny cameras and instruments to enlarge the natural openings of the sinuses just enough 
to promote drainage, ñ Dr. Jiannetto says. ñItôs minimally invasive, generally permanent and patients may breath better, in addition to getting relief 
from chronic sinusitis.ò
