Military and Overseas
Empowerment Act (MOVE Act)

In an effort to make sure all military personnel have ample time and opportunity to register and votg in
all elections, on October 22, 2009, Congress passed the Military and Overseas Empowerment Actfialso
known as MOVE Act. This new law has a number of elements that benefit military and overseas cigilians
who in the past experienced voting difficulties due to time constraints and uncertainties with timelygmail
delivery.

The act requires states to establish procedures for military and overseas voters to request voter
registration applications and absentee ballots by mail and electronically, and procedures for transrjitting
bl ank ballots by mail or electronically accdqrdi
these procedures must protect the security and integrity of absentee ballots and the identity and pgrsonal
data of voters. It also requires local jurisdictions within states to establish a ballot tracking mechargsm so
military and overseas voters can ensure theigr b
be counted. In anticipation of the MOVE act, this provision is already in place in Pasco County andis
available on our website, pascovotes.conamngvoter wishing to track their maih ballot status.
